Welcome Soccer Parents,

It's that time of year again. Attached or on the reverse side is the registration form for the Rockcliffe Park
Lindenlea House League Soccer Program. Each player will get a team Tshirt at the first practice and a
medal and pizza lunch at the Fun Day or tournament at the end of the season. For the latest information
on the League, consult our website: www.lindenlea.ca. Here are a few things to note before you
complete the form:

Please complete only one form per child. If you need another form, download it from our web site,
photocopy this one, or pick one up at the Lindenlea Community Centre, the Rockcliffe Community Police
Centre or at the local schools.

Please include current age as of May 1% as well as birth date.
Please include an email address or indicate that you can only be contacted by phone. The primary
means of communication from coaches during soccer season will be by email.

Deadlines: Please note the registration deadline of April 8, 2008, after which a $10 late fee will apply.
Late registrants may be put on a waiting list. Teams fill up quickly and team size limits will be strictly
enforced.

Team Allocation: Our main objective is to keep teams as evenly matched as possible. Thus, the teams
are balanced based on gender, age, and skill level (where known) of each player. Soccer is a great way
for kids to meet new friends and neighbours, but if your child needs to be on the same team as a friend
for carpooling purposes, please indicate this on the front of the form. Late registrants’ requests for
specific team placement will not be accommodated.

Age Divisions: You will notice that most age ranges overlap. This is deliberate. If your child is 9, for
example, you can decide whether he/she should play with younger kids (Juniors) or older kids
(Intermediates) based on his or her skill level, maturity, or desire to play in the same division as their
friends. They could also join both divisions and play twice a week.

Location: The PeeWee Division will play at the Rockcliffe Park Public School field. All other divisions
will alternate playing at both at the RPPS field and the Rockeries (Hillsdale field). For all divisions, the
format is roughly a half hour to 45 minute practice, followed by a game.

Equipment: Cleats are optional and shin pads are strongly recommended. Your child will be asked to
bring his/her own water bottle to and from each game.

Volunteers Needed! And finally, the RPL League is run by VOLUNTEERS, and we need all the help we
can get! Please consider volunteering some time to help run our soccer league. You do not need
previous experience to coach - we offer a coaching clinic and training materials which give suggestions
on age appropriate drills and how to keep kids staying focused while having fun. Or consider being an
assistant coach. We also will need a team manager and/or lead parent for each team to help make
phone calls and keep players informed.

We also need referees to ref games for the Junior, Intermediate and Senior Divisions on Tuesday,
Wednesday and Thursday evenings. High school students are most welcome and can get credit for
community service hours or payment ($10 per game).
